CONDITIONS OF ENTRY FOR ALL STAKES

1 .Dogs entered at Kennel Club Licensed Field Trials must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B

2. All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the Show/event can be made. All overseas entries without an authority to Compete number will be returned to the Exhibitor/Competitor

3. If entries or nominations exceed the number of permitted runners, the right to compete in a Trial shall be decided by ballot.

4. Judges at a Trial are prohibited from entering a dog which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership.

5. DOGS IN CARS ON HOT DAYS

Your dog is vulnerable and AT RISK if left in a vehicle in high temperatures and even on days considered as slightly warm. PLEASE TAKE CARE OF YOUR DOG. If your dog is found to be at risk forcible entry to your vehicle may be necessary without liability for damage caused

6: Details of preferences to be given in the draw are contained in K/C Ltd regs J7 (123 or 4) and for definition of all stakes please refer to K/C regs J3d

7; All meetings are to be held under Kennel Club Ltd  rules and regulations, and all procedures will be described therein.

8; Entries will be accepted on the standard entry form ( or in any computerised format, provided that the said document incorporates the Clubs Name Id No and Stake No together with all the information required by the Kennel Club Ltd including the signed declarations. )

9. Should circumstances so dictate the society, in consultation with the judges, may alter arrangements as necessary.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them will be reported to the Kennel Club at the earliest opportunity.

10. No modifications will be made to the schedule except by permission of the Kennel Club Ltd followed by advertisement in appropriate journals if time permits before close of entry.

11. The Association reserves the right to accept or refuse entries, except that shall not apply in terms of preference in the draw 

regs J6g

12. Substitutes will not be accepted whilst reserves stand.

13. Entries will be accepted by post only. 
Separate cheques are required for each dog entered

Cheques Only do not send cash or postal orders
Use separate forms for each stake

* Kennel Club Ltd regs J7f apply to withdrawals from the trial.. Should you have cause to withdraw from the trial please make sure that you have confirmation from the secretary that he has received your message. After a withdrawal the secretary will telephone the list of reserves in order of the draw, however if the withdrawal is within 48hrs of the stake and no positive answer can be gained, the Association retains the right to continue down the list of reserves in order to fill the stake.

14No video or audio recording equipment may be used at these trials accept with express permission of the Association

15. Should the stake be cancelled for any reason half the entry fee will be returned to the entrants

16.  Trophies will be as described on the relevant programmes. All are to be inscribed at the winner’s expense. They will be held for one year during which time their safekeeping custody and insurance will be the responsibility of the recipient.

17. The Meet for all trials will be notified with the result of the draw.

18 With regard to duel or multi ownership it is the policy of this association to accept entries as long as one of the owners is a fully paid up member. However under Kennel Club Ltd rules all owners must be shown and sign the entry form
